Kitchen - stovetop, microwave, drip coffee maker, 
kettle, toaster oven, fridge, water cooler for drinking 
water, coffee & tea, spices, dishes, silverware and

Bathroom - shower, towels, toilet paper, hair dryer, 
soap/shampoo/conditioner 
 
Double Bed - 2 sets of bed linens, extra pillows and 
blankets, hangers, room darkening curtains.  
 
Extra linens and towels in cedar chest in bedroom 
 
Office Space - with bulletin board 
 
Heating and Cooling - central heating, portable fans 
 
Home Safety - smoke alarms, carbon monoxide  
alarm, fire extinguisher, First Aid Kit (in kitchen) 
 
Outdoor Seasonal - table and chairs, ask about 
bicycles 
 
Other - no laundry services but check with Manager 
if in need of laundry 
 
Septic System - we are on our own well; if septic 
alarm goes off, inform Manager at Creamery 
 
Note: There is no public transportation to 
Markerville. Closest airports are Calgary or 
Edmonton (1.5 hours away) if you are flying in 
from out of province or country. On request, we 
may be able to arrange transportation from the 
airport to Markerville. 
 
There are no stores in Markerville, apart from the 
coffee shop in the creamery museum, during our 
open season. We are 37 km south west of Red Deer 
which is our nearest city. Sylvan Lake and Innisfail 
are 25 km away and are smaller towns with all the 
amenities.
